Harbor Springs Snowmobile Club Mission Statement

The Harbor Springs Snowmobile Club was created in 1975 to maintain snowmobile trails North of Harbor Springs Michigan. In 1984 we joined the group of trail grooming grant sponsor (clubs) in charge of maintaining State of Michigan snowmobile trails. There are now 69 volunteer grant sponsor clubs who maintain all of the snowmobile trails in Michigan. The DNR manages each grant and administers funds. Selected DNR fire fighters work in the wintertime to oversee and support trail grooming grant sponsors.

We are currently responsible for over 100 miles of trail in Northwest Emmet County serving the communities of Alanson, Brutus, Pellston, Levering, Carp Lake, Mackinaw City, Cross Village, Larks Lake, & Harbor Springs.

The club is also known as HSSC. We are on the web at www.teamhssc.com and our members have a Facebook page to stay in touch. We host many fundraising activities each year with the most popular being the Moose Jaw Safari. The first Moose Jaw was held in 1966 before the club came to be. It is one year older than the Super Bowl.

Fundraising helps cover what the yearly grant doesn’t. We use those funds to support two “groomer barns” to house and maintain three machines with leveling drags and brushing equipment. The barns are also used to store trail signs. We are an all-volunteer club.
